TIMMINS GOLD CUP 2026
Men’s Open Soccer Tournament (17+)
June 6–7, 2026 – Timmins, Ontario

1. ROSTER
· Teams may register a maximum of 20 players 
· Maximum 18 players may dress per match 
· Maximum 4 guest players permitted (approved via CTMS) 
· All players must be registered with Ontario Soccer 
· Players must provide valid ID if requested 

2. REGISTRATION
· Teams must check in with the tournament committee prior to their first match 
· Only registered players are eligible to play 
· Final roster must be submitted 15 days before tournament 

3. FORMAT
· 11v11 matches 
· Group Stage followed by Playoffs and Finals 
· Minimum 3 games guaranteed per team 
Scoring System
· Win = 3 points 
· Draw = 1 point 
· Loss = 0 points 
Tie-Breakers
If teams are equal on points:
a) Head-to-head
b) Goal difference
c) Goals scored
d) Goals conceded
e) Least disciplinary points (yellow/red cards)

4. MATCH RULES
· Matches consist of two (2) halves of 30 minutes 
· Group stage matches may end in a draw 
· Playoff matches tied → Penalty Shootout 
· A minimum of 7 players required to start match 

5. UNIFORMS
· Teams must have matching jerseys with numbers 
· Two sets required (home & alternate) 
· Home team must change in case of color conflict 

6. DISCIPLINE
· Governed by Ontario Soccer and FIFA rules 
· 1 red card = automatic 1 game suspension 
· Yellow card accumulation may result in suspension 
· Serious misconduct may result in tournament expulsion 
· All decisions by Discipline Committee are final 

7. PROTESTS
· Must be submitted within 30 minutes of match completion 
· Must be in writing + $100 fee 
· Fee refunded if protest is successful 

8. MATCH OFFICIALS
· All matches will be officiated by certified referees 
· Referee decisions are final and binding 

9. SUBSTITUTIONS
· Unlimited substitutions permitted 
· Substitutions are rotational and allowed only at stoppages in play 
· All substitutions require referee approval 
· No substitution allowed for a player sent off 

10. FORFEITS
· 10-minute grace period 
· Failure to appear = 3–0 loss 

11. MATCH ABANDONMENT
· Tournament Committee will decide outcome 
· May result in replay or official result 

12. GAME SHEETS
· Teams must present official roster before each match 
· Only listed players may participate 

13. WEATHER POLICY
· Games proceed in most conditions 
· Severe weather decisions made by organizers 
· Safety is priority 

14. INSURANCE & ELIGIBILITY
· All teams must be registered and insured under Ontario Soccer 
· Proof of registration required 
· Out-of-district teams must have travel permission 

15. LIABILITY
· Tournament organizers are not responsible for injuries or damages 

16. TOURNAMENT AUTHORITY
· The Timmins Gold Cup Committee has final authority on all matters 

17. REGISTRATION PROCESS
· Registration will be completed through the Ontario Soccer CTMS system once tournament approval is granted
